Conservation Corner: Don’t Blame the Stripers

The current plan, being proposed by the California Fish and Game Caomnissdevastate the striped bass fishery
the delta is totally uncalled for. The agricultural water uséne southern part of the central valley instigated the id

as a way to justify increasing the huge volumes of water thati@erted from our delta region. The rationale for thig

justification is that the devastation of the salmon, steelheadnaeld populations in the region is not attributed to
increased water diversions but rather by the stripers feeding anvémgle fish. Granted the fish are an introduced
species but that was done many many years ago and they co-existadhestthy population of salmon and steelhed
for a very long time. They have been there so long one could almost cahsidarative.

An objective review of the history of delta issues makes dtraldnat the real cause of the decline of it’s health can k
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attributed to. Historically, primary conditions, both natural and matenthat would cause a major degradation in the

health of the delta’s ecosystem are very similar todalyeggswere approximately 100 years ago:

>The sources of water that flowed through the delta were frarstivain and storm water, and tidal flows. Similar
sources still exist today.

>The flows were contained by levees, many of which are splkice today. The channels were dredged and
maintained for maritime shipping operations much as they are today.

>The surrounding area consisted of urban and agricultural operationgjasittwater and agricultural drainage simil
to what it is exposed to today.

Now; what have been the major changes in these conditions overtth@dagars?

>Both urban and agricultural drainage and discharges are now highlgteztysib they are much more environmentafly

friendly.
>Levee maintenance and dredging are more tightly controlled tonl@gative impacts on the health of the delta.

>Urban sewage and wastewater, storm runoff and agricultural geama now treated to reduce the amount of
pollutants that are introduced into the delta.

>Major water exports from the delta, for agricultural and urbaniongdistant areas of the state, have been
implemented. These exports were not made 100 years ago.

Therefore, with the exception of water exports, most of the isswgesomditions that impact the health of the delta a
either the same as they were, or have been controlled to highdaurstsover the past 100 years.

Likewise, 100 years ago the delta contained a very healthy populatiaimoins steelhead, smelt and striped bass.

History also shows that those healthy populations coexisted (with amby degradation) for most of those subsequent

100 years. However, with the implementation of the state and fedkeal programs that resulted in major water
exports from the delta, about 40 years ago, we have seen a declinpopuleions of these fish. Furthermore, wher

the delivery systems were upgraded a few years ago and the exp@tiscreased dramatically the populations dropped

to seriously low levels, at an accelerated rate.

There is documented evidence that the large pumps that feed thetbah&iansport our delta water south have sucked

up (and impaled on the fish screens) thousands of salmon and steelhesdegjulztly. Even the stripers that are

accused of being the source of the low populations of these fish doa’tbatce to feast on them. How can we blaime

them?

It seems clear to me that the problem is with water managgmraatices and the claims that the stripers are the cause i

completely unfounded. The Fish and Game Commission’s proposed regulatiorsdioamegieice/eliminate our striper
population is likewise unfounded.

It is time for anyone in our area, who enjoys fishing for striped, ba$st the Commission know that they are making
mistake, and that you do not approve of the proposed changes. | will havardestvailable at our next meeting to
accomplish this.

The weather was cold. | was wearing [£&8
pretty much all the long underwear | own, together
with a heavy shirt and fleece jacket, and was still
cold. The guides froze up each morning making ling
mending quite a challenge. It was enough to make
me wonder what | was doing on the river -- until |
started catching fish. | fished the Trinity for three
days (Saturday thru Monday) with Matt Dover — my
favorite guide from The Fly Shop. There had been __
a light rain on Jan. 5 (two days before | arrived) '
which must have brought in some fresh fish. We dio
well, with 10 steelhead landed over the three days,
together with several sea-run browns.

Gary Phillips and Bob McCollum: Gary and |

drifted the T with Jeff Parker on January 25-26. We
caught 18 fish between us: 15 adults, 2 half-
pounders, and one brown. Only one adult was wild.
Most were 20-25 inches; we caught one 27 and one
28 inches as well..

The river got semi-blown out from rain/snow melt
Tuesday night, so we drifted Lewiston Bridge to
Rush Creek twice on Wednesday. Saw a lot of
spawning fish and about 1/2 of what we caught werg
down-runners/post spawners.

Thursday we fished Bucktail to Steel bridge. It was
busy since much of the rest of the river downstream{gs
was blown. No rain on Wed. night, so the water

started out pretty clear, but the weather got warm
causing more snow melt and the river got muddier a
the day went on. We still caught fish all day, except
mid-afternoon was slow. Most of the fish that day
had not yet spawned. Nice BWO hatch around 1:00 ==

on the warm sunny stretches. : ;

All fish except three were caught on pink bead eggs
Two other were caught on red copper johns and ong
on Parker's pink worm-like fly. So all
pink/red/orange flies. Fished some stones and othe
nymphs but no takers.

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The Tier's Bench No. 22: The Para Glen

| came across a neat fly on the internet that | have to shdrgmit In fact | picked up more than one but the others
have to wait. This seems like the perfect fly for those of yaingarouble with the standard parachute patterns. But
first, before going on, let me give credit where credit is due. TheHich goes by the name “Para-Glen” first came fi
the vise of Al Beatty. Al says the name came from a bottle of 42qtd Glenlivet during a tying session with Lars-Ak
Olsson, a European tier. Sounds like the perfect name to me.

The materials list for the Para-Glen is quite simple.

Hook: #10-#20 Tiemco 100 or 5210 or similar.
Thread:  6/0 color to match body and wings
Wings: Pale gray poly yarn

Body: Pale gray poly yarn extended

Hackle: Grizzly - several turns

Of course other colors can be used, just keep them coordinated.

The tying process is very simple with only one step in the pralcats

may be new to some of you. So put you hook in the vise and let’s get

started. Fasten the thread to the hook with a short wrap directly behind

the eye. Now tie in a four inch piece of poly yarn a heads length behind

the eye with four or five tight wraps of thread. The yarn is tiesbithat

it extends over the hook eye about 3/4’s of an inch with the remainder exg¢adhe rear. The thickness of the yarn
dependent on the size of hook you have selected. On the larger sizes yoei@éumlstrand and on the smaller sizes
just a few fibers. You'll quickly zoom in on the right amount. Don't tenything at this point. Now we are going to
form a furled extended body. Don't panic, it's really quite simple. Attamr hackle pliers to the end of the yarn that
extends to the rear and twist it until it is tight, eight orttens at least. Keep some tension on the yarn during the
twisting and this next step. Pinch the yarn at point a body’s lengthtifretie in point and fold the yarn forward
pinching it down at the original tie in point. Let go of the yarn afaliepoint. Now if you have done everything right
far the two sides of the loop should twist together and resembleeartmmes Holding everything together at the tie in
point secure the yarn directly on top of the first strand. Now youritanhe yarn butts extending over the hook eye t
the length of the wings. In this pattern that is where they@ritlain, sticking straight out over the eye. Next we will
secure the extended body so that it stands at a right angle to thénhokkEhe best way to do this is to bring the thrg
