The NCCFFF – LAA is periodically awarded to someone that has contributed significant efforts over an extended period 
of time, which has led to major benefits to our sport in the category of education, conservation, etc.  The council has 
recently identified an individual that meets the criteria, listed above, and will be recognizing him with the presentation of
the LAA.  His name is Felix Smith.  His contributions have been in the category of “conservation”, and have been 
dedicated to the restoration of the health of our fisheries.

As a member of the NCCFFF-LAA committee I reviewed Felix Smith’s qualifications when he was nominated to be 
honored with the award.  What a pleasant and rewarding experience!  I quickly learned that he has been an honorable 
and courageous warrior in the fight to restore and/or preserve the habitat for our fisheries and wildlife.  He has 
developed a thorough and comprehensive knowledge on the related issues, and his battles have been strategically 
focused and relentless for over 50 years.  His life has been dedicated to reversing the constant degradation of our 
fisheries and wildlife habitat.

Felix was a fish and wildlife biologist for the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service for much of his career (34 years).  He also 
served in numerous technical, coordinator and supervisor positions, where he gained considerable knowledge and 
experience on water use policies and fisheries management issues.  His career also includes more than 20 years as a 
consultant and technical advisor for several non-profit/environmental organizations.  He was considered an expert on 
water use, impacts on fish, wildlife, water quality and other interests protected by the public trust.

Felix has researched and written at least 24 technical papers on water management and environmental issues.  His papers 
are very thoroughly researched and point out, in clear precise language, strategic plans for resolving the problems related 
to those issues.  The quality of his papers has gained the respect of many environmental organizations and has helped 
them form strategies for their activities.  He has already been granted various prestigious awards for his contributions.  
Those awards, like the NCCFFF-LAA award, are well deserved.

Felix’s thorough knowledge and strategic logic on water related issues is a great asset in efforts resolving related 
problems, however, those assets are supplemented by his tenacity and stubborn attitude.  He is known for refusing to 
give up (when he knows he is right) in a fight over an issue.

Felix is well known for his discovery of the serious selenium toxic conditions in the Kesterson National Wildlife Refuge 
in 1983.  Even though he was ordered to cover-up and hide this catastrophic disaster he put his job on the line and blew 
the whistle anyway.  He has traditionally been willing to sacrifice anything for “the critters”.

It is evident that Felix is a wise and brave warrior in the ongoing battle to save our fish and establish realistic water-use 
management policies.  It is refreshing to discover that there is still someone out there like Felix who refuses to stand idly
by and watch irresponsible people carelessly destroy our fish and the natural resources of our planet.  He is very 
deserving of the NCCFFF-Lifetime Achievement Award.  

The award is scheduled to be presented in a special ceremony at the NCCFFF Festival of Fly-Fishing (Conclave) in 
Reno/Sparks Nevada on October 8th.  The Festival promises to be a great event.  Plan on attending and help to honor 
Felix.

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2011 Shadow Cliffs Veteran Fly Fishing Day – Harry Levin

Veterans First Fly Fishing (VFFF) is an organization of volunteers from 
the seven bay area fly fishing clubs to encourage and teach  fly casting and 
tying to veterans at the Livermore and Palo Alto VA hospitals. It recently 
became officially sanctioned by the Northern California Federation of Fly 
Fisher under their Education branch. They held the 2nd Annual Fly Fishing 
day at Shadow Cliffs in the Spring of this year while the water was cool 
enough to support trout planting

East Bay Regional Parks (EBRPD) generously had planted 1,000 lbs. of 
13-16” Rainbow Trout inside a netted off area on Wednesday for special 
needs kids fishing and agreed to Co-Host our veterans allowing them to 
come out and enjoy a day outside with the added aspect of having an good 
chance of catching a nice trout.

There were (3) mini venues arranged so the veteran could:
•   Learn how to tie some flies 
•   Learn casting a fly rod 
•   Fly Fish for that 1,000 lbs of Rainbows, or what remained of them
•   Twenty four veteran attended,  many of them their 1st time ever doing 
any kind of fishing!

The Tri Valley volunteers were Steve Ruley, Hal Wilson, Harry Levin, and 
Derrell Bridgeman

Each of the Veterans were coupled with an experienced “guide” and 6 to 8 
vets were able to fish at one time

This worked out terrifically,  everyone was kept moving and allowed every 
veteran a chance at the ‘Honey Hole’. The fish as always were deep and 
against the nets necessitating a good 25 ft+ cast even when wading out to 
waist deep. Bet you thought, wow that should have been a slaughter with 
hundreds of fish held inside a netted off area. Surprisingly these “dumb 
hatchery trout” stymied some pretty experienced ‘guides’ and their 
veterans. Finally they caught on to the right technique and timing (secret to 
be held for next year) and fish began to be hooked and landed.
